determines fuel additives, and checks fuel for contamination and proper grade. Performs runway checks, documents findings,
and takes necessary corrective action. Services aircraft on the ground and in the hangar, heats the aircraft, and hooks aircraft to
Ground Power Unit equipment.

UNIQUE PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS:

Incumbents working in this job title work with hazards to include proximity to moving mechanical parts, electrical current, high
places, and exposure to chemicals. Incumbents must possess the ability to sit, stoop, and climb and must be able to lift, push,
and pull 70 pounds.

TYPICAL WORKING CONDITIONS: Incumbents in the job will typically perform their job duties under these conditions.

Incumbents in this job title are subject to outside environmental conditions such as all types of weather conditions, including
extreme heat and cold; excessive ambient noise; and oscillating movements of the extremities or entire body of aircraft.

ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS:
